WORKER
RESPONSIBILITY

Know your controls.
Ensure the area is clear of sticks, stones, wire and debris.
Never add fuel to a running or hot engine.
Do not leave running mower unattended.
Do not operate engine where carbon monoxide fumes can collect.
Properly maintain the mower.
Ensure engine is stopped before pushing mower across drives,
walks, or roads.
8. Wear required PPE when operating mowers.
9. No footwear which can cause slips is to be used.
10. Protection to be used on skin when mowing during sunny conditions.
11. Follow power mower safe work procedure step by step.
