1. Ensure you are competent in rigging procedures. 
2. Be acquainted with hand signals. 
3. Be aware of pinch points. 
4. Ensure you are in view of operator. 
5. Utilize a tag line. 
6. Ensure load is centred. 
7. Do not walk under suspended loads. 
8. Ensure wire chockers, slings and other equipment is in good 

condition. 
9. Be aware of the direction of the swing of load. 
10. Follow rigging safe work procedure step by step.
